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The impact of Helene has been felt across multiple states.  With the storm surge, wind damage, and flooding,  
it is crucial to have the necessary resources to support the many communities that are affected. Helene caused 
devastating damage in Florida, Georgia, South Carolina, North Carolina, and Tennessee. 
  
Presbyterian Disaster Assistance (PDA) is in communication with affected presbyteries and National VOAD 
(Voluntary Organizations Active In Disaster) to share information and coordinate resources as damage is  
assessed. PDA has deployed a National Response Team to Tampa Bay Presbytery, Presbytery of Western 
North Carolina and Northeast Georgia Presbytery. They have approved several initial assistance grant  
requests and are anticipating additional requests from affected presbyteries to help respond to needs in  
their communities.

An Unhurried Life: Learning to Follow Jesus in a Calendar-Driven Culture 
As we begin the fall season, we are all aware  that we live in a culture of speed…a culture driven by technology, social 
media, the endless news reel, and our to-do lists.  This sermon series will identify our “idolatry of speed.” But it will 
also be practical in nature.  Drawing from John Mark Comer’s book “The Ruthless Elimination of Hurry,” we will 
 identify four spiritual practices designed to slow us down and ground us in our relationship with God.  These practices 
will also help us as we launch into the election season.  As things heat up in the political arena, we will be focusing on 
staying spiritually and mentally healthy, as well as grounded in God’s promises for us.  We will carefully reflect on  
the ways in which Jesus led an unhurried life.  Comer suggests that “to walk with Jesus is to walk with a slow,  
unhurried pace.”  This sermon series will  explore how we do that. 
Follow along starting  October 6 thru October 27.   
 In coordination with our October sermon series, we will be offering small groups for church members 
to further engage in this topic. Each small group will be facilitated by a volunteer.   They will meet for 
about an hour once a week for four weeks at a consistent time and location. Participants are  
encouraged to read the book, The Ruthless Elimination of Hurry, which can be ordered online or  
acquired through the church. In small groups, we will explore Scripture, engage with spiritual  
practices, and discuss the impacts of an unhurried life. Small groups will begin in the week following 
Sunday, October 6 and continue for four consecutive weeks. No  matter how many sessions you can 
attend, we encourage you to get involved!
